After your website is launched, work can begin on your blog.  
A blog is like laying crab pots.  The more pots (posts) you 
write, the more crabs (users) you can catch.  I am not calling 
your users crabs, but I think you get the idea.

When to Create a Blog?When to Create a Blog?



● Drives organic traffic to your blog.

● Establishes you and/or your company as an authority in 
your subject/industry.

● Develops interactivity with your customers through 
comments.

● Can be a way to keep current in your field.

● Can be a source of income with ads, eCommerce, etc.

Benefits of a BlogBenefits of a Blog



● It can take a lot of time to rank on Google and get traffic.  

● About 4-6 months (~75 posts) or more depending on 
your niche.

● It takes a lot of consistency and persistence.
● You have to believe you will get there.
● The competition can be fierce for rankings.
● You have to promote your blog outside of your site.

Drawbacks of a BlogDrawbacks of a Blog



Steps for Writing PostsSteps for Writing Posts
● Determine your keyword first.

● Write a catchy headline with your keyword in it.
● Use your keyword throughout the post, but do not 

“stuff” the keyword.  You can use RankMath or 
Yoast to get the right amount.

● Try not to use technical terms or jargon and keep it 
simple and skimmable with a lot of small bite size 
sections.

● Use images (with alternative text) in the post.
● Publish your post.
